by Time, Singh leads the Science and Strategic Initiatives
Unit, driving projects that bridge artificial intelligence
and real-world science. Under his leadership, AlphaFold
revolutionized biology by accurately predicting 3D
protein structures, accelerating drug discovery and
medical research. His team also developed AlphaEvolve,
an advanced evolutionary coding system, and SynthID,
designed to detect and watermark Al-generated content.
Another breakthrough, Co-Scientist, uses Al to generate
and test scientific hypotheses.

Social media has transformed communication, but its
impact on elderly people deserves serious attention. For
many seniors, platforms like Facebook and WhatsApp
have become primary sources of news, connection, and
daily engagement. While this digital inclusion is positive,
it also carries risks that cannot be ignored.

Unlike younger generations who grew up with
technology, many elderly users are not fully equipped to
judge what is authentic and what is fabricated. They often
lack the digital literacy needed to verify sources, check
credibility, or identify manipulated content. As a result,
anything that appears on their screen—especially if it
aligns with their beliefs or fears—is frequently accepted as
truth. The problem deepens when such content is shared
unintentionally. Fake news, edited videos, and misleading

health or political claims spread rapidly because they
trigger emotion. Research consistently shows that false
information often travels faster and influences people
more strongly than verified facts. When seniors forward
such messages to family groups or community circles,
misinformation multiplies. This is not about blaming
older generations. It is about recognizing a vulnerability.
Families and communities must take responsibility for
guiding elders in basic digital literacy—teaching them
how to question sources, pause before sharing, and
verify through trusted outlets. Social media can connect
generations, but without awareness, it can also mislead
them. Protecting our elders from digital misinformation is
not merely a technological issue; it is a social responsibility.

First Gurdwara Sahib Established in Ghana, Africa

The first Gurdwara Sahib in the African country
of Ghana has been inaugurated as a symbol of
cultural unity. Named ‘Sahib Da Gurdwara,’ it
was opened on February 8 in the East Legon area.

'The Gurdwara will serve not only as a place of

worship but also as a center for spiritual education,
social service, and personal development. A central
Sikh tradition of langar, where free meals are served
regardless of caste or creed, will also continue
here.At the inauguration, Amardeep Singh Hari,
Chairman of IPMC, spoke about Guru Nanak
Dev Jis founding of Sikhism in the 15th century. He
emphasized that Sikhism is based on the belief in one
God and the equality of all humans. He highlighted that
Gurdwaras worldwide are open to both Sikhs and non-
Sikhs, serving as centers of humanitarian service.

The Indian community has been present in Ghana
since the early 1900s, when Sindhi traders established

themselves in business and industry. Later, Punjabi Sikh
professors took academic positions at the University of
Ghana. Today, Indians from all 28 states are active in
various sectors, including steel, pharmaceuticals, and
IT. The new Gurdwara will further strengthen this unity
and promote the Sikh values of equality, service, and
humanity in Ghana.
