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India Resumes E-Visa Services
for Canadians

India has restarted e-visa services for Canadians following

a nearly two-month hiatus. This resumption includes
visas across various categories, such as tourist, business,
conference, medical, medical attendant, and emergency,
among others, for Canadian passport holders.

Canada is the fourth biggest source of foreign arrivals
in India. In 2021, it accounted for 5.3 per cent (80,437)
of Foreign Tourist Arrivals. Of these, 72.6 per cent were
people of Indian origin, 2.5 per cent were tourists, 1.1
per cent were travelling on business work, 0.3 per cent
for medical reasons, 0.1 per cent were students, and 23.4
per cent for other reasons. Opening of visas for Canada,
which is one of the largest source markets, would be a
booster shot for in-bound tourism. Hopefully, by January,
the tourist flow from Canada will begin.
