World leaders spent the
first three days at the climate
conference unveiling a

countries. The World Bank has been involved in
many of those deals.

The World Bank has for years struggled to
mobilize the vast sums of money needed to help
the developing world adapt to climate change and
transition to renewables. Critics have said it has been
too slow to get cash out the door and too focused
on country-specific lending rather than addressing
broader challenges like climate change.

Banga said he’s focused on the here and now.

“I never worry about something like that, said
Banga. “I control what I can control. What’s the
