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‘Significant Progress’: $4.6 billion
Mississauga and Brampton LRT

Provincial transit agency Metrolinx won't say whether
the $4.6-billion Hazel McCallion LRT will be completed
in 2024, as originally promised. The Mississauga News
asked Metrolinx in late December if the planned 19-stop
light rail line connecting Mississauga and Brampton
was still on track to launch sometime in 2024 and a
spokesperson from the provincial transit authority
said there was “significant progress” made on the line
last year but declined to provide a precise or general
opening date. Last year, construction on the LRT saw
several milestones, including completed trackwork for
the LRT at 20 of 54 intersections and construction of a
new bridge at Eaglewood Boulevard.

Unimpressive resume & cover letter — It is
important to polish your resume and cover note in
a professional way because it is the first impression on
potential employers.

How to fix it— Customized the resume/ cover letter
and highlight the skills/experience, relevant to the
position. Use keywords throughout your resume and
cover letter. This will help your application get noticed
by applicant tracking systems (ATS). Proofread

carefully for any errors in grammar or spelling.

Lack of knowledge about company & job profile- Before
you go on an interview, it's important to research the

company and the job profile thoroughly.

How to fix it- Visit the company’s website / other
social media, read blog, social media pages, relevant
content, news articles, write-ups, probe the people
who are working/already worked in the company.

Under qualified or over qualified— Based on the job
profile, the employer may be hesitant to call you for
interview because of your higher / lower skills, experience
and qualifications.

How to fix it- If youre underqualified, focus on
highlighting the skills and experience that you do have.
If youre overqualified, explain to employers why you're
interested in the position.Be sure to emphasize your
skills and experience that are relevant to the job, and
explain how you can contribute to the company.

Passive job searching - If you're not actively networking
or applying for jobs, you're less likely to get hired.

How to fix it - Set aside time each day to job search.
This could involve networking, applying for jobs, or
attending industry events. Reach out to people in
your network and let them know you're looking for
a job. Use job boards and social media to find job
openings.

Lack of passion & enthusiasm - Employers want to hire

people who are passionate and excited about their work

& opportunity to grab new opportunity.

How to fix it - Do your research on the company
and the job profile and be prepared to explain why
you're interested in the position. Be enthusiastic and
positive during your interview. Ask questions about
the company and the job role. This shows that you're
engaged and interested.
