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TDS on the Transaction
According to section 195 of the Act, the buyer is liable 
to deduct tax at source (TDS) on the sale proceeds at 
the rates in force. It is a mechanism of collecting the 
tax on the capital gain arising on the sale of the asset in 
advance.
Section 195(1) of Act states that:
“Any person responsible for paying to a non-resident, 
not being a company, or to a foreign company, any 
interest (not being interest referred to in section 194LB 
or section 194LC) 92[or section 194LD] or any other 
sum chargeable under the provisions of this Act (not 
being income chargeable under the head “Salaries”) 
shall, at the time of credit of such income to the account 
of the payee or at the time of payment thereof in cash or 
by the issue of a cheque or draft or by any other mode, 
whichever is earlier, deduct income-tax thereon at the 
rates in force”.

In other words Section 195(1) makes it mandatory 
for the buyer to deduct TDS when making payment to 
non resident out of consideration to be paid and deposit 
the same to the credit of the Central Government.

As per our example, the tax on the capital gain on 
the property sale amounts to 10.67 lakhs. BUT, this is 
where things take a turnaround.

If the seller is an NRI, the buyer is liable to deduct 
TDS on entire sale proceeds and not on the capital gain 
gain value.

Consequently, the buyer will deduct 20% on 1.5 
crores which comes out to be Rs. 30 lakhs. (Ignoring 
Surcharge and Cess)

Which means, there is an excess deduction of tax to 
the tune of Rs. 20 Lakh approx.

Although the seller is entitled to take the credit of 
excess tax deducted while filing his income tax return. 
But, this blocks his capital for a long period of time until 
he receives the refund from the income tax department. 
It is time taking and costs the seller, the opportunity 
cost of investing the money somewhere else.

5.	Talking too much about yourself

	 Solution: It’s important to highlight your skills and 
experience during your interview, but you should also 
be sure to ask questions about the company and the 
position.

6. Not following up
