Negotiation is one of the hardest skills to learn,
regardless of whether you are self-employed or
working employee.

1. Know Your Worth - Before even entering a negotiation
with a potential, research and determine your market
value. Consider factors such as your experience,
skill set and expertise. Just because you are newbie

2. Define Your Scope of Work - Clearly define the
scope of work you'll be providing to the client.

Negotiate the price for
the services and what extra charges would come in
if the scope were to expand.

3. Communicate Clearly - Effective communication
is essential when negotiating. Be clear and concise
in your communication, and make sure you fully
understand the client’s needs and expectations.
The better you understand what drives them
to take a decision the better you will be able to
negotiate the price.

For instance: If you think that for a client, time is of
essence by speeding up the output you can negotiate a
better deal.
