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Canada ends Post-Graduate Work
Permits for Foreigners at Port Entry

The Canadian government
has implemented a policy
change for international
immigrants  who  are
applying for a post-study
work visa in the country.
As of June 21, 2024,

international students

seeking a post-graduation
work permit are restricted from applying at a port of
entry including airport, land, and marine border. The
Canadian government has instructed the Border services
officers not to process PGWP applications made upon
entry to Canada. As per the Canadian government's
statement, only students from inside Canada or from
another country will be allowed to apply for a post-
graduation work permit. However, prospective students
will be required to demonstrate their eligibility to
apply for the same. International students can consult
official Canadian government resources for the latest
information on post-graduate work permits in Canada.

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Changes to Canada’s Citizenship Laws

Anticipated changes to Canada’s
first-generation limit (FGL) to
passing on Canadian citizenship
have been delayed till at least |
August.

The FGL rule dictates that if a

receive citizenship from their parents.

due to its creation of “a lesser class of citizenship”. At
this time, the court imposed a deadline of June 19th,
2024, to implement a solution to this problem.

However, the federal government has now applied
and received an extension from the Ontario Supreme
Court. Solutions to the FGL issue will now be due
on August 9th, 2024. This extension does contain
further conditions.
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
