Eligibility 
for the federal rebate depends on a few factors. Only 
Canadian-controlled private corporations qualify; sole 
proprietorships and partnerships are not eligible. Plus, 
larger companies with over 500 employees won’t get 
the money. But it doesn’t matter if your small business 
employs people full-time, part-time, or seasonally.

New Work Permit restrictions about to begin for International Students in Canada
International students looking to 
apply for work permits will face new 
restrictions starting next month. 
Immigration, Refugees, and Citizenship 
Canada (IRCC) announced that it will 
implement changes to the eligibility 
criteria for post-graduation work 
permits (PGWP) on November 1. 
Students require a work permit to work in Canada 
after graduating; however, as per the changes, students 
will only be eligible if they graduate from a list of 
approved programs. IRCC stated, “You must graduate 
in an eligible field of study.”

Those who apply on November 1 or after must meet 
the language requirements (a minimum language 
proficiency in French or English) and the new field 

of study requirement. The list includes 
966 approved programs, which can be 
found here. The programs are divided 
into five categories: agriculture and agri-
food, healthcare, science, technology, 
engineering, and mathematics (STEM), 
trade, and transport.

However, students who apply for a 
work permit before November 1 will be subject to the 
same rules before the changes, in addition to changes 
in the language requirements. In September, the IRCC 
stated it was changing the work permit program to 
“better align with immigration goals and labour 
market needs.”  “We are deeply disappointed that 
these decisions were made without consideration.” 
Marketa Evans stated.

Who is an Assamese Sikh?  Manjit Singh, a well-known 
Assamese Sikh poet and writer,  has provided the 
following definition: “An Assamese Sikh is one whose 
family has lived in Assam for generations or one who is 
born in Assam and is a permanent resident here, whose 
mother tongue is Assamese, who practices the Sikh 
religion but has wholeheartedly embraced Assamese 
culture, and considers Assam as his motherland.”

Origin of the Assamese Sikhs
 After receiving a distress signal from  Ahom king 
Chandra Kanta Singha,  Maharaja Ranjit Singh 
dispatched a contingent of his 500 brave Sikh soldiers 
under the command of General Chaitanya Singh to 
fight for the cause of Assam during the third Burmese 
invasion of 1820. The Sikh General as well as his 
soldiers fought valiantly and killed thousands of the 
Burmese soldiers on the battlefield of Hadirachaki. 
Ultimately, however,  Chaitanya Singh and most of 
his soldiers attained martyrdom.

Chaitanya Singh’s wife also fought courageously and 
killed many Burmese invaders. But following the loss of 
her dear husband in the thick of battle, she, along with 
a few wounded and exhausted Sikh soldiers, decided to 
leave the battlefield. They finally reached Chaparmukh.  

Chaitanya Singh’s wife (generally known as Mataji) 
set up a prayer house at Chaparmukh which, in due 
course, came to be known as Gurdwara Mataji. This 
is now the second most important historical gurdwara 
in Assam. The original items brought by Mataji and 
the surviving Sikh soldiers (two hand-written Sikh 
scriptures, two Kirpans and one Atta Chakki) have been 
preserved meticulously at Gurdwara Mataji.  (Dhubri 
Sahib Gurdwara is the first and most important 
historical gurdwara in Assam because Guru Tegh 
Bahadur had brought about reconciliation between 
the Moghul forces and the Ahom forces at this site a 
very long time ago).

Maharaja Ranjit Singh’s few surviving Sikh soldiers, 
who had initially settled at Chaparmukh, later on moved
