Green Card Holders’ Residency Not

Indefinite: Legal Experts Warn

Washington, D.C. — Legal experts
j emphasize that holding a Green

Card does not guarantee an
indefinite right to reside in the
U.S. While it allows permanent
residence, violations can lead to revocation. Green Card
holders risk losing their status if they stay outside the U.S.
for extended periods without proper authorization, fail to

meet tax obligations, engage in criminal activities, or commit
immigration fraud. “LPRs must be cautious about travel,
taxes, and legal compliance,” said immigration attorney Lisa
Patel. Experts advise applying for U.S. citizenship for full
protection. Staying informed and adhering to immigration
laws is crucial for maintaining permanent residency.
