6. Balancing Faith and Reason: While Sikhism 
encourages rational inquiry, it also recognizes the limits 
of human intellect. The Gurus often emphasized that 
certain spiritual truths transcend logic and must be 
experienced directly through meditation and divine 
grace. This balance between rational understanding and 
spiritual experience is a hallmark of Sikh philosophy.  
Guru Arjan Dev proclaims: aukiq joiq lY suriq 
prIiKAw] He blessed you with the light of reason 
and clear consciousness. (M. 5, p. 913).  The Guru 
highlights that true spiritual progress requires active 
engagement with both reasoning (ukat) and inner 
awareness (Surat). This verse beautifully conveys that 
true spiritual enlightenment arises when reasoning 
(spiritual wisdom) is embraced, reflected upon, and 
consciously tested in one’s daily life. This teaching 
encourages seekers to develop inner awareness, evaluate 
their thoughts and actions, and align themselves with 
the light of truth. By doing so, one nurtures a spiritually 
awakened and ethically sound mind. This shows that 
Sikhism promotes reasoning as a vital tool for gaining 

wisdom but also highlights that spirituality cannot be 
reduced to pure logic alone.

recognition in motorsports. His work 
caught the attention of a Ukrainian 
company seeking an Indian partner, 
leading to a joint venture to develop 
specialist mobility vehicles. “We saw 
the potential for military use,” he 
explains. “With my father’s Army 
background, I understood the needs 
of defense mobility.”

After rigorous testing and trials, Nagra’s company 
secured a contract to supply the Indian Army with 
specialist mobility vehicles. The SMV N1200, or ATOR 
N1200, is an indigenized version of the Ukrainian 
SHERP N1200, a high-mobility amphibious all-
terrain vehicle (ATV) designed for extreme conditions. 
The vehicle, which can traverse water, marshlands, 
snow, and rugged terrains, was recently inducted into 
the Indian Army.
