Origin
The Sikh presence in Scotland began in the early 20th 
century, with the first significant wave of migration occurring 
post-World War II, primarily during the 1950s and 1960s. 
Many Sikhs arrived from Punjab (India) via England, 
seeking better economic opportunities and a peaceful life in 
a new land. Early migrants found work in manufacturing, 
transport, textile, and steel industries, particularly in cities 
like Glasgow, Edinburgh, and Dundee.

Progress
Over the decades, the Sikh community in Scotland has 
made remarkable progress:

The Sikh Coalition has raised concerns with the U.S. 
Department of Transportation over new English 
proficiency rules for commercial truck drivers, warning 
they could unfairly impact Sikh immigrant drivers.
