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In June 2025, Karan Singh 
from Banaktwa village in 
Banke district, Janaki Rural 
Municipality-2, Nepal, made 
history by becoming the first 
Sikh to be inducted into 
the Nepal Army.

in Achham, his enlistment marks a significant step toward 
inclusivity and diversity within Nepal’s military ranks—a 
domain where the Sikh community had previously 
seen no representation. This milestone not only reflects 
the Nepal Army’s growing commitment to embracing 
personnel from varied ethnic and religious backgrounds 
but also serves as a source of pride and inspiration for 
the Sikh community and others aspiring to serve. Karan 
Singh’s achievement symbolizes progress, unity, and the 
breaking of historical barriers in military recruitment.

commemorative booklet—Hindi, 
Punjabi, and Marathi—to educate 
younger generations about Guru 
Tegh Bahadur’s values of sacrifice, 
freedom of faith, and human 
dignity.

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reality—the younger generation is either unwilling to 
take over family businesses or lacks the skills, interest, 
or vision to expand them. In some cases, they are drawn 
towards comfort-oriented careers, corporate jobs abroad, 
or entirely different passions with little connection to 
their heritage or family legacies.

The joint family system, once a pillar of Sikh 
enterprise, is now fragmented. With this fragmentation, 
businesses are no longer family-run with a shared vision. 
The consequence? Diluted control, disrupted growth, 
and sometimes complete dissolution.

This situation is not unique to Sikhs but is more 
concerning for us because of our historic strength in 
trade, transport, agriculture, and entrepreneurship.

We must ask ourselves—are our actions today 
contributing to legacy-building, or are we allowing 
decades of hard work to vanish due to inaction or lack 
of planning?

Loss of Mentorship Culture
Another concern is the loss of mentorship culture. In 
older times, Sikh elders guided youth—not just in 
religion but also in business. They believed in investing 
time and trust in grooming the next leader from 
within. Today, the pace of life, digital distractions, and 
individualism have reduced inter-generational dialogue.

Young Sikhs often feel disconnected from traditional 
business models, believing them to be outdated. Elders, 
in turn, feel disappointed that their life’s work is 
under-appreciated. The lack of a bridge between these 
generations is hurting both.
