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U.S. Plans to Revoke Citizenship of
Naturalized Citizens

The U.S. Department of Justice under the Trump
administration has intensified efforts to revoke the
citizenship of certain naturalized Americans. A recently
released memo directs government attorneys to prioritize
cases involving individuals who obrtained citizenship
through fraud, false information, or concealed facts.
The memo allows civil proceedings to strip individuals
of their citizenship if it was acquired unlawfully.
Shockingly, this move could potentially impact around
25 million people—those who immigrated to the U.S.
and became citizens after being born abroad, as per
2023 data. Targeted individuals include those involved
in war crimes, human rights violations, gang activity, or
financial and medical fraud, as well as those who lied
on immigration forms. If proven guilty in civil court,
these individuals may lose their citizenship without the
protections typically offered in criminal cases.
