The Sarbat Da Bhala Trust, led by Dubai-based 
philanthropist Dr. S.P. Singh Oberoi, has announced 
plans to establish a university in Sri Anandpur Sahib, the 
birthplace of the Khalsa. Speaking at a press conference in 
Surrey, Canada, Dr. Oberoi revealed that the university 
will offer free higher education up to Ph.D. level for 
needy students, along with short-term and online 
courses. Land for the project has already been purchased, 
and facilities will include free hostel accommodation 
and meals for students. Since 2009, the Trust has 
been selecting around 1,300 students annually for free 
higher education, benefiting nearly 11,000 so far. Dr. 
Oberoi also highlighted the Trust’s humanitarian work, 
which includes saving over 100 Indians from the death 
penalty abroad and repatriating the bodies of deceased 
Indians from foreign countries.
