Jujhar Singh creates history as first
Indian Power Slap champion

Jujhar “Tiger” Singh from FF=
Chamkaur Sahib has become |©
the first Indian to win an [ =
international ~ Power  Slap
title, clinching victory in Abu EEE8
Dhabi on October 24. The e
28-year-old fighter defeated
Russia’s Anatolii “The Kraken”
Galushka in a tense three-
round contest sanctioned by the Nevada State Athletic
Commission. Galushka controlled the opening exchanges
and even cut Singh near the right eye in the second round,
but Singh refused to fold. In the final round he turned
the match on its head with sharp, disciplined strikes that
secured a unanimous decision. Singh grew up in village
Karura, training in wrestling and kabaddi before shifting
to Mohali for professional conditioning. After a year of
intense preparation, he delivered on the global stage.
“This win belongs to every Indian athlete who dares to
dream big,” he said on return. Singh now plans to defend
his title in upcoming international events.

Ontario government proposes
tax relief for some first-time homebuyers

Ontario is moving to ease the path to
home ownership for first-time buyers
with a new sales tax rebate that could
mean big savings. The province plans

to refund its eight-per-cent share of the
HST on homes priced up to $1 million, &
a measure sct to appear in next week’s g
fall economic statement. The move &
follows Ottawa’s proposal to drop the |G
federal portion of HST for first-time
buyers as announced in June. Finance Minister Peter
Bethlenfalvy said the goal is to help young families

manage rising housing costs at a time
when “every dollar counts.” He framed
the plan as a way to keep more money in
= the pockets of hardworking Ontarians
and make that first step into home
ownership more realistic. According to
the province, pairing the new rebate
# with existing programs like the HST
i New Housing Rebate would save buyers
up to $80,000. When combined with
the federal HST removal, total savings could reach
roughly $130,000 for eligible first-time buyers.
