Sikh Museum Initiative Celebrates a Decade of Digital Innovation

Since its founding in 2015, the
Sikh Museum Initiative (SMI) has
led groundbreaking projects to [E®
share the story of the Sikhs through [F#
exhibitions (e.g. the Anglo Sikh |
Wars and Contemporary  Sikh
Arts), digital technology (World’s
first 3D Sikh Museum), and the
promotion of Sikh heritage with

Working with technologist Taran
Singh, SMI pioneered digital heritage
experiences through the landmark
exhibition “Anglo Sikh Wars: Battles,
Treaties and Relics” (2016-2017),
which was the first Sikh exhibition to
integrate 3D technologies. In 2023,
SMI achieved another milestone with

the installation of the first 3D Sikh

numerous museums across the
UK. The SMI has completed a decade of
groundbreaking work in digitizing and
preserving Sikh heritage through modern
technology. Founded by historian Gurinder
Singh Mann, the UK-based initiative has
grown from a community-led project into a
respected international platform for cultural
preservation and education.

Over the pastdecade, SMI has collaborated
with major institutions, including the Royal

exhibit at the Royal Armouries in
Leeds, offering immersive interactions with
artifacts such as an Akali turban, a shield,
and a metal helmet.

Despite facing challenges in accessing
museum  collections and developing
accurate digital replicas, the SMI team’s
| perseverance has revolutionized the way
Sikh history is experienced. The initiative
has also promoted global Sikh creativity

through two major contemporary art

Armouries, the Victoria and Albert Museum, and the
National Trust, to research, digitize, and showcase rare
Sikh artifacts. Among its most notable achievements
is the use of 3D modelling, Virtual Reality (VR), and
Augmented Reality (AR) to recreate historical relics and

spaces linked to Guru Gobind Singh, Maharajah Ranjit
Singh, and Maharani Jindan Kaur.

exhibitions in 2018 and 2024. Celebrating its tenth
anniversary at the University of Leicester, SMI
reafirmed its commitment to combining heritage
and technology to make Sikh culture accessible
worldwide. Visitors can explore the digitized
artifacts at the Anglo Sikh Virtual Museum (www.
anglosikhmuseum.com).
